The Franklin will host artist Ruth Davis’ floral sculpture
“Eden, in an Eggshell”:
a collaboration that blends art, gastronomy and philanthropy

florist, All for Love London, artistic Director, Ruth Davis that celebrates the beauty and renewal
of spring. The exquisite egg, painted in a vibrant chartreuse yellow, is painstakingly decorated
with hand-applied dried and pressed flowers, sealed beneath a polished layer of epoxy resin.
The result is a captivating fusion of fragility and strength, preserving a miniature garden in
eternal bloom.

The sculpture will be exhibited in The Franklin’s Emerald Parlour, transforming the space into
an immersive, garden-like setting that celebrates renewal, beauty and craftsmanship.
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The initiative forms part of Starhotels’ La Grande Bellezza — The Dream Factory, its cultural
patronage platform dedicated to celebrating and supporting contemporary craftsmanship and
artistic excellence.

A Spring Menu Inspired by Art

Drawing inspiration from the egg’s botanical beauty, The Franklin will introduce a series of
limited-edition, design-led culinary experiences curated by Head Chef Roberto Roncolato,
bringing the artwork to life through flavour, craftsmanship and storytelling.

Drawing directly from the egg’s delicate florals and palette, Roncolato will develop a bespoke
dessert — the Eggshelled Garden — available throughout the four-week activation, with 100%
of proceeds donated to Elephant Family.

Complementing this, a signature cocktail from The Franklin Bar’'s menu will be designated as
a charity pour, with proceeds also supporting the charity, creating a cohesive food and
beverage narrative that reflects the spirit of the installation.

Guests will also find an optional £1 discretionary donation added their bill during the activation
period, offering a simple and inclusive way to contribute. Visitors arriving through Elephant
Family’s own channels will be offered a 30% food and beverage discount, encouraging
broader engagement with the activation.

Supporting Wildlife Conservation

All funds raised through the activation will support Elephant Family, the charity dedicated to
conserving Asia’s most endangered wildlife and the precious habitats they depend on. The
charity powers its work on the ground through spectacular events and campaigns that
celebrate nature while shining a light on the biggest threats to Asian wildlife: habitat loss and
human-wildlife conflict. Founded in 2002 by Her Majesty The Queen’s late brother, the
adventurer Mark Shand, Elephant Family has raised more than £22 million to support Asia’s
magnificent wildlife their habitats, and the people who share these landscapes. Their
Majesties, King Charles Illl and Queen Camilla are Joint Royal Presidents of Elephant Family
